Among the most visible effects of environmental global warming are
rising seas around the world : since 1880, the global mean sea level
(GMSL) has increased by 20 cm. There’s no easy way to halt or
reverse this change. Earth’s oceans and ice sheets respond slowly to
changes in the heat they receive from the atmosphere.
